(See attached press release.)You don’t need to be an expert on gun control laws as our message is simple. We are here to express our frustration with the ease of obtaining a gun in our country. Everyone has a point of view about this issue and that’s good. We want to increase the public dialogue about guns. This is not a partisan issue. We are mothers who want to do something to make a difference on an issue that affects all Americans.
We were inspired to put this protest together by an Alexandria Mom, Abby Spangler, who organized a group of 32 protesters in Alexandria a week after the Virginia Tech shootings. In Abby’s words, “Certain moments arise in life where it becomes imperative for us to stand up and stand together to try to make a change for the better.”
