FAMILY OF AN INJURED STUDENT FROM THE VIRGINIA TECH MASSACRE 

JOINS PROTEST MOVEMENT AGAINST LAX U.S. GUN LAWS:  

 MOMENTUM CONTINUES IN THREE STATE “LIE-IN” PROTESTS ON SUNDAY AT NOON

Private Citizens, Republicans, Democrats and Independents, aim to increase 

public discourse on existing gun laws

ALEXANDRIA, VA (May 31, 2007)

The family of an injured Virginia Tech student, mothers and concerned citizens in McLean, VA, Silver Spring, MD and Philadelphia, PA have banned together to stage a triple protest on Sunday, June 3, 2007 at 12:00 noon in their respective cities.  The civil protest is to express outrage over the easy access to guns that allowed a deadly rampage on the Virginia Tech campus.  The victim’s family will be at the McLean, VA event. “We want to continue to drive the public discourse and draw attention to the fact it takes mere minutes to buy a gun in parts of the U.S.,” said original organizer and ProtestEasyGuns.com founder Abigail Spangler. Adding, “People have a passionate interest in this issue. This protest is a ‘Hail Mary Pass’ to the American people—we hope that communities  catch this protest and just do it!”  Sunday’s triple protest will make ten protests in 5 states in 6 weeks with additional protests upcoming.

The planned events will have 32 mothers and concerned others lie on the ground for several minutes to symbolize the 32 victims of the Virginia Tech massacre and the short amount of time it took for the shooter to buy his gun.   

Citizens from Virginia to New York, with different political and racial backgrounds, have staged protests demanding attention and change on this issue.  McLean co-coordinator, Shelley Slade, explained, "A radical change in how the government regulates access to weapons is required.  At a minimum, there is just no justification for the failure of our leaders to close the gun show loophole, ban the sale of assault weapons, and require gun dealers to perform rigorous background checks in coordination with other states and the FBI.  A little more common sense in our legislative process could prevent senseless acts of violence like that seen at Virginia Tech."  

Last week’s protest in Times Square in New York City drew the attention of Mayor Michael Bloomberg, who met with protesters afterwards.  The mayor commended the efforts of the protesters and reminded them that the 32 who lie down to represent the Virginia Tech victims also represent 32 people who are murdered every day in the U.S. by guns, a staggering number.
